Key Points of the Christian Faith
Based on 2 Cor.5:17

“Therefore if anyone is in Christ he is a new creation, the old has gone, the new has come. All this is from God who reconciled us to himself and gave us the ministry of reconciliation.”

The Christian Faith has no barriers and knows no limitations, especially as regards to who can be a Christian. People of all races, languages, ethnicities and countries do have an equal share in the Faith.

A person becomes a Christian by believing in Jesus Christ, the Son of God who was born, lived, died and rose from the dead in Israel 2,000 years ago.  Jesus is a historical person.  The Christian Bible teaches that He now lives in heaven and will return to earth again.

The person who believes in Jesus goes through a complete change of what motivates and interests him/her as well as behaviour patterns.  Many old thoughts and activities are no longer an attraction. They are replaced by a new ethic and resulting life style based on the teachings of Jesus and enabled by His Spirit who lives in the believer. The values modeled by Jesus replace the former. This change is often very sudden and surprising to ones family and friends. The Bible explains it in terms of a ‘new creation’, being ‘born again’, ‘redeemed’ or ‘believed’.

From God’s point of view what has happened is a result of Jesus’ sacrifice for sin on the Cross and resurrection to life again. From the very beginning of time God created humans for an unbroken relationship with Him and with one another. Sin, human rebellion, killed this. But God did not give up and in His mercy and love He made the way to restore what was dead, namely our corrupted soul and that eternal relationship.

God’s love is worldwide and extends to the restoration of all that He created. Jesus and his disciples instituted the Church and it is through the Christian Church in every country that He continues the work of restoring humans, their lives, life-style and environment to a present day Garden of Eden experience.
